
Final drill results from Windermere Tin Project

Australian tin exploration and development company Consolidated Tin Mines 

(ASX: CSD) is pleased to announce final results from its recently completed drilling 

program at the Windermere project, at the Companyõs Mt Garnet Tin project near 

Cairns in northern Queensland.  

 

Tin intersections confirm, with further exploration, the Windermere project will con-

tribute significant  resources to the Mt Garnet Tin project. (Refer Attachment 1)

All assay results from the 48 hole, 2,327 metre Reverse Circulation drill program at Windermere have now 

been received, and the Company is pleased to be able to report the final results. Full details of drill collar 

locations are shown in Attachment 3 and significant assay data is provided in Attachment 6.  

 

The drill program at Windermere was designed to test the strike extent of tin mineralisation at 40 metre 

spacing, and assay results from  holes 138, 144, 147 and 148 were released to the market on 22 November.  

 

Next Phase of drilling:  

 

The Company advises that its exploration programs have been delayed by heavy rains in the project area. 

It is anticipated the next phase of drilling at the Mt Garnet project will commence in February, weather per-

mitting, with a further RC drill program at the Windermere project and a new drill program at the Gillian pro-

ject.  

 

Ground magnetics will be conducted on Gillian and Windermere prior to the next drill program to further 

define images produced from previous airborne geophysical surveys (refer Attachment 5)and the associ-

ated mineralised targets. D rilling is proposed to be conducted concurrently at both projects . 

 

The drill program at Windermere (estimated 2,000m RC) will focus on higher grade areas identified from the 

recent drilling program (refer Attachment 4) and will further explore mineralisation extensions based on cur-

rent results and the magnetic survey results.  

 

Drilling at Gillian (estimated 800m DD and 1,500m RC) will target extensions both on the northern and south-

ern ends of the current resource and also at depth, as well as further infill drilling to upgrade the resource 

status.  

 

Further regional drilling is also planned on potential mineralised zones in the Coolgarra Group and Pinnacles 

(estimated 1,500m RC) to increase the project resource base.  
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The Mt Garnet Tin project has a current total JORC Resource at Mt Garnet of 7.3Mt @ 0.60% Tin (Sn) (refer 

Attachment 1) ð across three main project areas; the Windermere, Gillian and Pinnacles projects ( refer At-

tachment 2 ).
